PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

68TH ANNUAL DAY

     Chief Guest of the evening, Mr. Vinod Rai, CAG of India, Old Boys, Parents, Guests, Ladies, Gentlemen and my dear students.  It is with a great deal of pleasure that I welcome you all this evening to the 68th Annual Day and Prize Giving Function of Birla Public School.  We consider ourselves privileged to have  amidst us such a renowned and versatile personality as Mr. Vinod Rai, CAG of India; an illustrious alumnus of our school.  

  Each member of BPS family feels proud to welcome Mr. Vinod Rai, back to his alma-mater.  He last visited us in 2001 and this is the first visit by  a CAG  to the school  which makes the occasion a special and joyous one. 
One of the primary ethos of Public School education is to inculcate values and ethics so that these young people, at a later stage undertake the  responsibility of building and maintaining a healthy nation with strong moral fibre. Unfortunately the experience of the country over the last few decades, in these regards ,has not been very optimistic. The dichotomy has created plenty of confusion ,pessimism, and frustration with school educators being in tremendous dilemma. At this critical juncture, sir, your assertion in the present role has restored our confidence back into the public school system. Sir, I am sure,  we will hear more on this aspect when the honourable CAG speak to all of us  in a few moments from now.  
         Your presence this evening ladies and gentlemen is a tribute to education and schools in particular, that is as it should be, because it is schools that are shaping the future.  Our school has great heritage and illustrious past which means responsibility to the present and the future.  The Annual Day is an auspicious occasion and the most important function of the school.  On this day we not only welcome the guests and parents but also our old student members of VINOBA. We reward our talented students for their achievements in academics, games and extra curricular activities.  In this way by blending the past with the present we try to create a bright future.

Ladies & Gentlemen, I shall now present the school report.

    At the outset , we pay homage to our great patriarch late Shri GD Birla whose soul continues to guide and inspire us.  Our school motto “Shraddha, Gyan, Karam” is our guiding philosophy which propels us towards a meaningful future.  The school is now making tremendous progress under the dynamic leadership of Syt BK Birla, Smt (Dr) Sarla Birla, Syt SK Birla and Birla Education Trust.  We believe in academic excellence as well as all round development of personality but changing times dictate that we give more emphasis to the former without ignoring the latter because the quality of a school is now judged by the quality of results.  With this background I shall now take up each facet of our activity very briefly one by one so that we quickly move on to more interesting programmes  :-

Academic results.

This year out of 86 students who appeared in Senior Secondary examination, 78 secured 1st division and 06 secured 2nd division.  Master Haridul Gupta and Kshitiz Agarwal  topped the Science stream with 92.4 % marks and Master Nikhil Mahajan  topped the Commerce stream with 88.4 % marks.

     Master Aayush Mittal  of class XII got  0.1 CBSE Merit Certificates.

     Master Hridul Gupta (7196), Master Kshitiz Agarwal (7924), Master Ayush Mittal(7249), Master Hitesh Yadav(7196), Master Abhishek Tyagi (6541) and Master Akash Parakaram Singh (8053) were selected for getting admission in to BITS Pilani in August 2011.

     Out of 178 boys, 36  boys achieved the CGPA of 9 and above.  Overall class X average marks were 78.3 %.

Academic Activities.

    Our boys participate in all activities organized within the school as well as by IPSC, NPSC, CBSE and state level organisations.  These include inter school debates, declamations, quizzes, painting and other activities.   This year our boys travelled to eight different schools to participate in academic activities and they put up a creditable performance in all of them.  I would like to make a special mention about the following :-

Dr. Amarjeet Singh General Science Trophy Test for Junior Section was conducted on 11-12-2010 by Birla Balika Vidyapeeth. In this competition 25 students from each of these schools participated (BPS,BSP,BBVP,BSC respectively). Master Akarsh Agarwal (VIII) got first position with 72% marks. Master Kumar Harsh (VII) and Master Chinmay Shukla (VIII) got second position with 70% marks. Master Umang Garg (VIII) got third position securing 68% marks. 
· In the All India IPSC Vidya Niketan Diamond Jubilee Memorial English Debate held in our school on 31st  August 2011, our boy Master Shashi Saurav  secured first position out of 38 debaters and our school stood overall first.

· In Inter institutional Patriotic song competition our school got First position out of nine schools.

      A residential School is meaningless if proper care is not provided to its residents.  This would mean fulfilling their academic, physical and psychological needs.  During the last two years with the help of BET we have strengthened our Human Resource in this direction.  We now have Hostel Supdts. for all Senior  & Middle houses and Matrons in all Junior houses. All houses now have one Housemaster, one Asst. Housemaster, one Hostel Supdt/Matron and one House Attendant.  We are now providing adequate help to the boys in managing daily routine, in completing all academic related tasks and in supervising all these activities including care in messing and adequate health related care.  You will find most of my boys a happy lot though I know that we need to do a lot more.
